HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

Sumter County’s Land Development Regulations (LDR) do not currently provide for Sport
Shooting Ranges as an identified use in any Land Use Zone. This omission creates confusion and
makes protection of legitimate property rights difficult through the normal development control
process. Adoption of the proposed ordinance would identify appropriate Land Use Zones and set
standards for development and operation of Sport Shooting Ranges.

Florida Statutes Section 125.66 requires two public hearings prior to adoption of amendments to
the LDR related to changes to allowable land uses. The proposed public hearing is the first of the
two required. Subsequent to the final public hearing scheduled for October 9, 2012, staff will
request consideration and adoption of the proposed amendment by the Board. Action for this
agenda is limited to reading of the proposed ordinance and consideration of public comment.
