	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	On November 13, 2007, the Board of Sumter County Commissioners on behalf of Sumter County Transit, adopted the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Substance Abuse Policy (SAP) which is a requirement for all 5311 Grant recipients. 
On October 1, 2010, the BOCC approved an updated SAP reflecting FDOT corrections to their referenced materials, the removal of alcohol testing requirement for pre employment and the updates to the Drug and Alcohol Program Manager and Substance Abuse Professional.
The update submitted for your approval today reflects additional safety sensitive positions held by Ride Right, LLC and an in depth explanation of what constitutes Reasonable Suspicion Testing.  Ride Right, LLC is currently under contract with the BOCC for transportation services and must adhere to our policies.
