	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	The BOCC directed Sumter County Public Works Department to initiate a drainage improvement project along CR 657 W, between CR 647 N and CR 657.  Drainage within the CR 657 W right-of-way (R/W) currently utilizes roadside drainage swales on the east and west side of the road.  The swales begin at the north end of the road and route the stormwater runoff south towards the Withlacoochee River.

Currently, the intent of the project is to restore the swales to their original configuration and to slow the flow rate of the stormwater runoff as it travels south along CR 657 W.  The work of the project will be completed entirely within existing County owned R/W.  However, during the design and construction process there is an opportunity to improve not only the flow rate of the stormwater runoff but to improve the quality of the stormwater that ultimately reaches the Withlacoochee River.
The County is investigating a water quality treatment device that will capture and remove typical stormwater pollutants such as gravel, sand, sediment, litter, leaves and residual oil.  The device generally consists of a large concrete box placed below ground.  Stormwater runoff enters and exits the box through underground drainage pipes.  In order to use this device the County will need to construct a drainage pipe and swale to take the treated stormwater from the exit of the box to the river.
To proceed with the water quality improvement portion of the project the County obtained drainage easements, granting use of a five (5) feet wide strip along the entire length of the east property line of 9489 CR 657, and the same five (5) feet wide strip along the entire length of the west property line of 9475 CR 657.  The combination of the two recorded drainage easements will provide a ten (10) foot wide drainage easement from CR 657 to the Withlacoochee River, allowing for better management of drainage and overall improvement of water quality in this area.
