	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	The State of Florida and Sumter county are currently experiencing moderate to severe drought conditions. These conditions have lead to the drying of vegetation which becomes more susceptible to ignition, and lends to the rapid spread of fire. During these dry conditions the activity of outdoor burning or use of fireworks can easily transmit embers into dry grass which can quickly spread into a rapidly moving wildfire.

Chapter 8, Section 8-1 (b) of the Sumter County Code authorizes the Board of County Commissioners

to declare a local emergency under such circumstances and to adopt reasonable rules and regulations to

respond to such an emergency and to institute prohibitive measures.

Therefore, to reduce the threat of escaping fires which could lead to a threat on public safety, staff recommends the declaration of a state of local emergency in Sumter County, Florida and adopt rules to

prohibit all burning and fireworks until further notice by Resolution
