HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES: 

This is the close-out of a joint FEMA and Florida Division of Emergency Management grant to provide 
for "hardening" of fire stations in Sumter County that were damaged during the hurricane season of 
2004.  In summary 12 Sumter County fire stations, including 2 in The Villages received some form of 
"wind-storm hardening" based on the design needs of each station.  This ranged from new roll-up 
doors, through Lexan© Storm Shutters to ballistic net screening based on damage incurred from the 
hurricanes of 2004 and the specific needs of each station. 
 
All work is complete and has passed inspections by; Sumter County Building Dept., Florida Division 
of Emergency Management and FEMA.  This extension is required only to facilitate processing of final 
payment and close-out.  The total project came in UNDER BUDGET by $24,752, requiring a revision 
of the original grant request which was estimated at $174,702. Final total project costs came in at 
$149,950, with the grant paying for 75% of the total plus a percenatge of the administration costs.  
 
Staff recommends completion of the FEMA Proj. No. 1545-081-R "HMGP Sumter Fire Stations Wind 
Retrofit Project" extension agreement to allow for final payment and close-out.
