HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

On April 14, 2009 Sumter County and the City of Wildwood adopted their respective ordinances
entering into the interlocal service boundary agreements (ISBA) and Joint Planning Agreement (JPA).
CR 209 was listed as an emerging regionally significant roadway due to the City of Wildwood plans to
have CR 209 connect (through their efforts) to SR 44. As an emerging regionally significant road there
is a three (3) year window in which it can transform to a regionally significant road and in this instance
the qualifying event is the connection to SR 44, The City of Wildwood was unsuccessful in gaining the
right-of-way via donation for them to construct this road. We will be sending a letter to the City of
Wildwood notifying them that on April 14, 2012 that CR209 will no longer be an emerging regionally
significant roadway and the segments to which the City of Wildwood as annexed greater than 50% of
the road frontage that those segments will be their responsibility henceforth. The letter may provide
more support to the City of Wildwood for the property owners to seriously consider their position of
the connectivity to SR44,

The remaining sections south from C-466 (less C-462 to CR 232} will be in our resufacing project for
calendar year 2011,
