HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

The spoil site property is now in the possession of Sumter County with two caveats:

1. Southwest Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD) has less than 10 years of right of
ingress/egress to remove shell material.

2. Fletcher Marine, Inc. (FMI) has less than 4 years of right of ingress/egress to remove shell material
from a specifically desingated area in the NW quadrant of the property.

A. There is no public access to the spoil site. Several alternates were reviewed and the best solution
thus far is to pursue an availabe picce of land to the NW corner of the spoil site to not only provide the
access but to provide an event entry office location. - Board Direction Needed

B. There are different entities that have interest in partnering with Sumter County for the
public/private trap & skeet facility. We can proceed with an RFP for this partnership or work directly
with a designated club - Board Direction Needed

C. Ultimately the location for the public/private trap & skeet facility should be located on the northern
portion of the property; however, with the caveats noted above in #1 and #2. The timing of access of
the #2 area will be at the end of the contract between FMI & SWEFWMD. The timing of access to the
area governed by #1 is dependant on item B. SWFWMD is open to entering into a contract where
Sumter County relocates the shell material to the south for their continued access and removal.
