Chairman Breeden reguested anyone planning to testify tonight to please rise and be
sworn. Those responding were sworn in by Connie Webb, Deputy Clerk.

The Chairman polled the Board Members for ex parte communications, either
written or verbal, related to this case. Commissioner Burgess advised that he had
discussions regarding the history of the Girl Scout Camp and the proposed project with
Jody Johnston and Elaine Dorsey of the Girl Scouts of West Central Florida. He also met
with Ranger Elton Lackey at the Girl Scout Camp and toured the area. Commissioner
Hoffman advised that he met with Jody Johnston and Elaine Dorsey of the Girl Scouts of
West Central Florida and discussed the proposed project and how it would benefit the
Girl Scouts. Commissioner Mask advised he had no communications regarding this
matter. Vice Chairman Gilpin advised that he met with Jody Johnston and Elaine Dorsey
of the Girl Scouts of West Central Florida and discussed the proposed project, as well as
their wild boar infestation. Chairman Breeden met with Chief Deputy Jack Jordan and
discussed the scope of the proposed project for the area.

Brad Cornelius, Planning Manager, presented the case. The Girl Scouts of West
Central Florida and Black Gold Composting Company have requested special use
approval to allow for the restoration of a lake (Gator Pond) and related excavation of
horticultural peat. The purpose of the project is to restore Gator Pond to provided for
enhanced recreational uses by the Girl Scouts, restore the lake and surrounding
wetlands to historic conditions and provide peat for use in a commercial operation. The
application was reviewed by the County's hydro-geological consultants, Tetra Tech.
There were 84 notices sent with 9 being returned in favor and 4 in opposition. The
Zoning and Adjustment Board recommended approval of the application by a vote of 10-
0 subject to staff conditions, which are:

1. Any change in ownership of the subject property or excavator shall be reported
to the County within 30 days. The conditions of this special use are binding on all future
property owners or excavators.

2. The restoration/excavation process shall be performed consistent with the
conceptual plans signed and sealed by Jeffrey Schaffer, P.E., on July 10, 2009, and

project narrative dated May 22, 2009, as amended by the conditions of this special use
permit.

3. This special use permit shall expire 5 years from the commencement of
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restoration/excavation activities. The excavator shall notify the County upon
commencement of restoration/excavation activities.

4. Hours of operation of the restoration/excavation activity shall be limited to
Monday through Friday, 7 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. If weekend activity is required due to
weather or market conditions, the excavator shall notify the County 48 hours in advance
of weekend activity.

5. Engineering plan approval by the Sumter County Development Review
Committee of the final restoration/excavation plans shall be obtained prior to
commencement of any restoration/excavation activities.

6. All outside agency permits and monitoring reports shall be provided to the
County.

7. Traffic shall be limited to a maximum of 20 trucks and 5 personal vehicles per
day.

8. No material may be hauled from the site between the hours of 6 a.m. to 9 a.m.
and 4 p.m. to 6 p.m. to avoid peak travel periods.

9. Trucks coming to and leaving the site shall only utilize the haul routes identified
on the approved conceptual plan.

10. Access for the restoration/excavation activities shall be limited to a single
driveway on C-462W as shown on the conceptual plans. The driveway shall be
permitted through Sumter County Public Works and provide for appropriate signage
designating the driveway as a truck entrance.

11. Whenever material or water from the restoration/excavation activities makes
the conditions of C-462W unacceptable within 1/4 mile of the entrance, the Director of
Public Works shall notify the applicant. Within 48 hours of notification, or within a time
limit set by the Director of Public Works, the applicant shall correct the condition at the
applicant's expense.

12. If any repairs are needed to any of the designated haul routes due to the traffic
generated by the restoration/excavation activities, the applicant shall share the
proportionate cost of such repairs with the County. The Director of Public Works may
require the applicant to post a bond. The amount of the bond shall be the
proportionate share of the cost of repair as determined by the Director of Public Works.

13. The applicant shall provide a Uniform Mitigation Assessment Method (UMAM) of
wetlands as part of the engineering plan submittal.

14. The applicant shall provide a typical cross section of areas to be excavated
{both pre and post excavation) at Gator Pond as part of the engineering plan submittal.
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15, The applicant shall provide a detailed planting plan as part of the engineering
plan submittal.

16. The applicant shall provide information regarding the thickness of the muck
blanket and details of the re-vegetation of the wetland reclamation/mitigation areas as
part of the engineering plan submittal.

17. The applicant shall provide detailed information regarding the design and
location of the piezometers as part of the engineering plan submittal.

18, The applicant shall provide a final long term maintenance agreement of the
reclaimed/mitigated wetlands as part of the engineering plan submittal.

19. The applicant shall provide detailed information regarding the timeframe
required prior to supplemental planting of desirable wetland species if the herbaceous
cover does not re-vegetate the wetland reclamation/mitigation as planned as part of the
engineering plan submittal.

20. If the County utilizes a consultant for the enforcement of the conditions of this
special use permit, then the property owner/applicant shall reimburse the County within
90 days of the demand for payment sent to the property owner/applicant by certified
mail for the actual cost of the consultant for the enforcement activities. Failure to
reimburse the County shall result in the immediate expiration of this special use permit.

21. County personnel shall be allowed to access the site at all times to perform
unscheduled monitoring inspections.

22. Suspension, expiration, or revocation of any other agency permit shall resuit in
the immediate suspension, expiration, or revocation of this special use permit.

23. Notwithstanding the previous expiration conditions, this special use permit may
be suspended or revoked by the Board of County Commissioners consistent with Section
13-144(3), Sumter County Land Development Code.
