HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

On January 17, 1973 Board of Sumter County Commissioners entered into a Use Permit Agreement
with the State of Florida, Division of Forestry for use of buildings around the Bushnell forestry tower.
The buildings have been used by IFAS/County Extension Office and Sumter County Fire Services
since that time. Due to the recent consolidation of office space, the buildings are vacant with no intent
by Sumter County to occupy the property in the near future. Terms of the usage agreement require that
the County give 6 months notice prior to termination. This lease is an open ended lease, automatically
renewed January of each year.

Staff recommends termination of the Use Permit with the State of Florida, Division of Forestry and that
the Board authorize Mr. Bradley Arnold to execute a letter notifying the Division of Forestry of the
County's intent.
