HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES: 
As part of being the Community Transportation Coordinator (CTC) the Board of Sumter 
County Commissioners may enter, under Rule 41-2.011, F.A.C., into a contract with a 
transportation Agency/Operator in order for them to provide service to their clients when it is in 
the publics interest to do so and the most cost efficient.   
 
The contract with LifeStream Behavioral Center has been renewed annually. This renewal will 
continue the contract through the expiration date of the BOCC’s designation as the CTC for 
Sumter County. This contract is dependent on the continuation of Medicaid funds being 
available.  
 
The only changes to the contract are the dates, length of term and the name of the Chairman of 
the BOCC.
